In compliance with the Privacy Act, a copy
of your results is available on request. The
following process applies:

= Requests must be accompanied by a signed
‘Patient authority to release results’ form
which will be kept on file for reference.

Results will not be released until your own
doctor has had an adequate opportunity to
initially review them: a two week delay from
completion of the final test may be expected.

The referring doctor will be notified of your
request.
